The Canadian National Body reminds the Ad-Hoc that the purpose of this Special Working Group is NOT to develop standards. The first para of this blurb is written so that it would appear that the SWG will be involved in the development of harmonized standards. 

For the paragraph beginning “The Opportunity for Global Harmonization:”, we recommend that the first para of the background section, “The International Accessibility Special Working Group: At its annual …..SWG-A materials.” be put as the first major text of this invitation to participate replacing the text  “The ISO/IEC JTC1 SWG…….telecommunications and the Web”.

For the paragraph beginning “The Opportunity to Participte”, we recommend that that the last sentence “The SWG-A is a……..for all people” be removed

In the invite at the bottom of the page, we recommend adding “ and contribute to the standards inventory” follow  the words “user needs”. We recommend deleting the words “ or to review the user requirement inventory” from the last sentence.
