Report for the September meeting
Ad Hoc Group 1 was tasked with an expanded Gap Analysis for the areas of application software, communications, public access terminals and consumer electronics, to occur from May 18 to August 16. 

Ad Hoc Group 1 decided to wait until a stabilized User Needs document was available before starting this phase of the work.  A trial Gap Analysis had been performed prior to the September 2005 meeting of SWG-A (see project plan items for phase 1 and 3); working based on drafts of the User Needs document would only have continued this trial. 
During the September 2006 meeting of SWG-A, in a similar manner, Ad Hoc Group 1 would prefer to discuss and agree the User Needs from Ad Hoc Group 4 before discussing the current and future work on Gap Analysis. This is particularly important for areas where SWG-A may decide to work with SDO committees, forwarding them the User Needs and soliciting their assistance for Gap Analysis in complex areas.
