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In the Ad Hoc 4 report that was submitted on August 1, 2006 (SWG-A N 194), we stated that we would continue to work to resolve our remaining issues and submit an update as comments before the August 31st deadline. 
The enclosed User Needs Summary is the result of this work. The spreadsheet consists of 3 worksheets described below:

· Problems and Needs tab – Combination of the Problem Statements and User Needs from the other two tabs

· Problems tab – Problem statements from SWG-A N 088 updated to reflect the current User Needs list. Problem statements are followed by a number which corresponds to the appropriate user need number in that category. In this way, the problems are linked to the associated needs.
· Needs tab – User Needs updated to reflect resolution of issues that were documented in SWG-A N 194. Changes from swga_194.xls are tagged with a word or phrase to describe the change (CHANGED, MOVED FROM …, MOVED TO …, SLIGHTLY REWORDED, DELETE, etc.) and are highlighted in bold blue text. 
Since there have been significant changes in the User Needs since SWG-A N 147, Ad Hoc 4 recommends that the analysis of Guide 71 against the User Needs be revisited. We will attempt to complete this work in time for the September 2006 JTC1 SWG-A meeting.
