Convener’s Remarks                 (Mr. Li)                


Mr. Li thanked the SWG-Accessibility participants for supporting his endorsement as Convener and moving forward on the publication of the Technical Report.

  (Mr. Li and Dr. Carter)

Mr. Li noted that the three parts of TR 29138 have undergone two series of ballots – PDTR and DTR – and passed at both levels of voting.  The focus of today’s discussion would be on resolving the UK and Japanese issues related to the NOTES on Parts 1 and 3.  Mr. Sawdon presented the UK proposal contained in SWG-A N 360.  Dr. Yamada presented the Japanese contribution in SWG-A N 361 and reported that the Japanese delegation supported the UK’s proposed modification.  The other delegates were invited to comment.

SWG-A January 2009 Teleconference Resolution 1:  Disposition of Comments for ISO/IEC DTR 29138 Parts 1 and 3

The JTC 1 Special Working Group on Accessibility accepts the updated dispositions of comments contained in SWG-A N 363 (Part 1) and SWG-A N 364 (Part 3).  The project editor, Dr. Carter, will finalize the edits and provide final copies of the three parts of the TR to the SWG-Accessibility Secretariat for submission to JTC 1 for publication.

Dr. Carter reported that the final edits would be made over the weekend and the final text would be submitted to the SWG-Accessibility Secretariat early the following week.  He noted that in his experience, it takes an average of  three to six months to achieve publication following submission of the final text to the ISO editors.

Ad Hoc 13 - Policies and Scoping of Accessibility for Web Sites and Content for ISO and
 
IEC Work                 (Ms. Auber)
Scope:   The ad hoc was established to complete the response to SWG-A N 315 (JTC 1 Chairman’s correspondence concerning JTC 1 web site accessibility issues), allowing several days for feedback only on scoping of the work between ISO, IEC, and National Bodies; and on ongoing interaction between the ad hoc and responsible parties. The ad hoc will also provide feedback to ISO/IEC staff on the development of an accessibility policy, and may be available to coach/mentor ISO/IEC staff in the translation of the accessibility policy into associated procedures to implement accessible web sites. The leader of Ad Hoc 13 will work with the JTC 1 ITSIG Liaison to convey the SWG-A’s inputs on the ISO e-Services Guide. Ad Hoc 13 was established at the June 2008 SWG-Accessibility meeting in Tokyo with the scope detailed in SWG-A N 348.  Mr. Li (US and SWG-Accessibility Convener) responded to the call for additional participants.  Ms. Auber, the Ad Hoc 13 Leader, provided an update on the ad hoc’s activities since the June 2008 meeting.  At the November 2008 JTC 1 Plenary in Nara, Japan, JTC 1 accepted the offer of the incoming SWG-Accessibility Convener, Mr. Li, and Ad Hoc 13 Leader, Ms. Auber, to serve as the SWG-Accessibility contact for ensuring JTC 1 input to ITSIG is coordinated - The Information Technology Strategy Implementation Group (ITSIG) is an advisory group to the ISO Council whose mission is to address, monitor and coordinate Information Technology (IT) initiatives throughout the ISO system – i.e. those initiatives that concern the design, implementation and operation of IT systems and services to support international standardization activities.  Ad Hoc 13 was reconstituted.
SWG-A January 2009 Teleconference Resolution 2:  Reconstitution of Ad Hoc 13 on Policies and Scoping of Accessibility for Web Sites and Content for ISO and IEC Work
